assemblies are so large, the metalizing rooms (where the final preparation is made 
to each tower assembly prior to receiving the finish coat) were not big enough to 
allow the complete tower fabricated assembly to enter and be worked on. After    
being  awarded the project, Lefever Building Systems looked to Door Engineering 
for a custom door solution.  
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Door Engineering and Manufacturing designed 16, 18õ wide by 26õ high, double 
swing doors. A 15õ x 15õ circular cut-out was incorporated in the center of the door 
that allowed the tower assemblies to enter from one side of metalizing room, become 
metalized and then continue to move through as the tower surfaces were prepped. 
Vinyl draft curtains where hung from the cut -out and draped over the tower        
assemblies to reduce contaminates from entering the prep bays. Precision designed 
hinges were used because of the size and weight of the door. Door Engineeringõs   
solution allowed the manufacturing process to run as intended and each tower    
assembly  remained in the assembly line to be prepped and metalized before        
receiving the finish paint.  
 
Pam Mayfield and Dale Larson, Technical Sales Specialists at Door Engineering,   
traveled to the job site soon after the doors were installed. They were both im-
pressed by the facility and process for which the Door Engineering doors were being 
utilized.
